Change 2:  Section 6.1 – Bug fix
Changed the non-normative terms ‘need to’ to MUST. Added clarification as to which nodes must exist.
Before receiving the Exec command, the following Pre-Condition MUST be satisfied:

· At least one of the following nodes MUST exist:

· <X>/Operations/FullyLock 
· <X>/ Operations/PartiallyLock
· <X>/ Operations//UnLock
· <X>/ Operations/FactoryReset
· <X>/ Operations/Wipe
Change 3:  Section 6.1 – Bug fix
Clarified that ‘Unlock’ primitive re-enables effects of Partially Lock as well.
If the Exec command is targeting Unlock Primitive, the LAWMO Client MUST re-enable all device functionalities previously locked by Lock or PartiallyLock Operations. 
Change 4:  Section 6.1 – Clerical (missing space)
There are two purposes for the <x>/AvailableWipeList branch:

· The LAWMO Client uses it to expose the list of data supported on the Device to LAWMO Server and receive configuration from LAWMO Server at the same time. In this case, the LAWMO Client MUST create the <x> and its child nodes under <x>/AvailableWipeList node for each supported list in advance. Then the LAWMO Server can obtain the list using <Get> command and set the value of “ToBeWiped” node to specify whether a specific list will be removed when Wipe Primitive is executed. 

· The LAWMO Server uses it to configure the list of data supported on the Device to LAWMO Server only. In this case, the LAWMO Server MUST create the <x> and its child nodes under <x>/AvailableWipeList node for each list and set the value of “ToBeWiped” node to specify whether a specific list will be removed when Wipe Primitive is executed.
Change 5:  Section 6.1 – Bug fix

Changed non-normative term ‘may to’ to MAY.
When the Wipe primitive is executed, all data associated with nodes in the "AvailableWipeList" that have "ToBeWiped" nodes with values of "true" MUST be wiped. After the Wipe primitive is executed, nodes in the "AvailableWipeList" sub-tree MAY be removed by the LAWMO Client. For example, if the server is wiping SMS messages in SMS Inbox, the <x> node may remain in place to allow future invocations. If the server is wiping a transient data, the <x> node MAY be removed by the LAWMO Client after the data is wiped.

Change 6:  Section 6.2 – clerical

Fixed bookmark reference from section 4 (incorrect) to section 6.4.
6.2 Synchronous Result Reporting
If the Exec command is executed synchronously, the LAWMO Client MUST send result for Exec command as described below:

· The <Data> element MUST contain a valid LAWMO Result Code defined in section 6.44
· The URI of the Primitive node on which the Exec command was invoked – Used to identify the source MUST be included in the <Source>/<LocURI> of <Status>/<Item> element.
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
