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1 Reason for Change

The Lightweight M2M protocol should define a unique ID at service layer to identify lightweight device.
The motivation for the device unique service ID is that device may have several methods to access the network, both IP-based or circuit based (SMS, USSD). In network layer the device uses different ID when it uses different access method, MSISDN for SMS conection and IP address for packet connection. Further, the device may be deployed in an M2M area network (MMAN, Zigbee for example), which rely on gateway to communicate with M2M server. So, it is important to have a global unique ID in the service layer to identify a specific device, no matter it is deployed in a homogenous network or MMAN. Of course, the network must provide a mechanism to translate the unique service ID to a physical / routable address according to the access method used by the device. A binary unique service ID enables / convenients circuit based switch mode in the network. This will keep the complex network architecture transparent for device / server perspective.
