Basic use cases are introduced here to clarify the functional requirements for Lightweight M2M.
Initial Provisioning of M2M Devices (new section)
Initial Provisioning of M2M Devices
Short Description
A subscriber wants to have his M2M device (IP or non-IP) managed by a communication service operator. The subscriber creates an account with a selected operator for the M2M device, and registers the M2M device with the operator’s M2M Server and possibly M2M Gateway. The M2M device is then configured for management by the M2M Server and possibly M2M Gateway. 
An IP M2M device has the IP communication layer and an IP address for addressing while a non-IP M2M device uses a non-IP communication mechanism (e.g., SMS, Circuit Switched Data).  Examples of  IP M2M devices include smart meters, surveillance cameras, cleaning robots, smart appliances connected with a IP-based wide area network (WAN, e.g., 3G/4G cellular) or local area network (LAN, e.g., WiFi).  Examples of non-IP devices include bio-medical sensors, telematics sensors, utility meters connected with a non-IP-based WAN (e.g., 2G/2.5G cellular) or LAN (e.g., Zigbee, ANT+). When an M2M device has only the LAN interface, an M2M Gateway is needed to connect the M2M device with the M2M Server in operator’s WAN. 
Market Benefits
The subscriber user may purchase the M2M device from open retail channel, or an M2M service operator, or a communication service provider. The user may choose one communication service operator as the device’s Management Authority after the purchase of the device.
Automatic  Registration of M2M Devices
Automatic Registration of M2M Devices
Short Description
Once the subscriber initiates the registration of a M2M device (fixed, nomadic, or mobile), the M2M Server, with possible involvement of the M2M Gateway, will complete the registration process automatically with the service provider without manual steps by the subscriber or the operator staff.

Market Benefits
Given the possible large number of M2M devices, which may have no or limited manual input mechanism, automatic registration of M2M devices fulfil the initial device configuration and association with network correctly and reduces the customer service costs.
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
