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1 Reason for Change

In WID, one of the identified work areas is to support binary based addressing scheme instead of URI.
· If URI is used, the length may be too long and the tree data structure is more difficult to analyze.

· Binary Code
· 0x00EF represents the temperature sensor

And a variable length of an addressing scheme causes some burdens such as delimiter or length indicator existence, parsing process, and etc. To make LightweightM2M enabler simple, in this CR, we suggest Lightweight M2M Server to use fixed length binary based addressing scheme for identifying resources in Lightweight M2M Client.
