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1 Reason for Change

Device supports one or multiple communication bears. These bears include 2G, 3G, WiFi, wire-line or some other bears. When providing service, device may only use WiFi to interact with M2M server, other bears is disabled. Before M2M server remotely configure which bear to use, M2M server have to get the information about the reachable bears list. So M2M server send a trigger message to device, then device start to active its cellular communication module and wire-line module to test if the cellular communication bear is reachable and if the wire-line bear is reachable. in the test process, device try to send a test message to M2M server via a specific bear, and if the device receive the echo message from M2M server on the same bear, then the bear is reachable, if else, it is unreachable. After the test process, device report all the reachable bears to the M2M server, then M2M server can remotely configure the bear being used based on device reported information.
