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1 Reason for Change

This CR introduces a requirement related to remotely disable the radio module of the device. 
In the Saigon face to face meeting during the presentation of use cases in CR51, the group agreed it would be a good idea to add a use case 2 from that CR  to the RD as well and the other use case wasn’t necessary as this was sufficient. 
Use case 1, which is not to be added to the RD, is included here only as an illustration:
Use case 1:

· The M2M device is switched on and attempts to download service data from the M2M SP server.

· The M2M SP server realises that the device’s subscription is invalid for any reason, e.g. it has expired or it doesn’t cover a certain geographic area, and hence refuses/closes the connection
· The M2M device isn’t aware of this, and continuously attempts re-connecting and getting the service data, wasting network and server resources in the process.
· In order to avoid the said waste, the M2M SP issues a notice to the M2M device to basically prohibit its reconnecting to the network over a certain period of time, e.g. 5min, 2 hours or a day.

Change 2:  Appendix B  Use cases  (new text)
Temporarily suspending the device connection
 ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Ben is a system administrator at the M2M SP responsible for managing large number of devices and multiple services. During a particularly high traffic peak, the system is at a risk of being brought down. Hence, he wishes to temporarily, for a certain period of time, prohibit a certain set of devices from connecting and hence be able to deal with the remaining ones running a service which is considered a higher priority. However, the affected devices are allowed and meant to proceed fulfilling their general function (e.g., data collection, asset control, etc.) during this outage. It is only their network connection that is temporarily affected.
In principle, this consists of the following steps:
· A M2M device attempts to download service data from a M2M SP server.

· However, the M2M SP server is under heavy utilization and hence Ben wants to temporarily disable its low priority services and devices supporting these services.
· In order to manage the utilization properly, the M2M SP administrator (i.e., Ben) issues a command
 to the low-priority M2M devices to basically suspend their reconnecting to the network over a certain period of time (e.g., 5min or 2 hours).

The SP and Ben can manage and administer their overall system which includes all of their network infrastructure and devices efficiently and effectively without wasting network and device resources while being able to prioritise the services they support.
