Software State Machine

Software deployed (or installed) on the LWM2M client MUST have one of the following states:

a) Disabled (default state)
b) Enabled

c) Removed


Figure 1: Software State Machine

X.X.1
Disabled state

In the Disabled state, the software component has been installed into the execution environment but services or resources it embodies are not accessible to other entities or resources (including LWM2M Server). This is the default state after a software component has been downloaded and installed successfully.
X.X.2
Enabled state

In the Enabled state, the software component has been installed into the execution environment and the services or resources it embodies are accessible to other entities or resources (including LWM2M Server).

X.X.3
Removed state

In the Removed state, the installed software component has been removed from the LWM2M client and services and resources it embodies are no longer accessible to other entities or resources (including LWM2M server). The LWM2M client MUST remove the software component from the device and remove corresponding Software Management Object instance from the LWM2M client.

Once the software moves to Removed state, it cannot move to another state.
