The DM WG has previously agreed to request that the Media Type application/vnd.oma.lwm2m+tlv be registered for LightweightM2M 1.0 with IANA.

The syntax and semantics of fragment identifiers specified for +tlv SHOULD be as specified for "application/vnd.oma.lwm2m+tlv". (At publication of this document, there is no fragment identification syntax defined for "application/vnd.oma.lwm2m+tlv".) The syntax and semantics for fragment identifiers for a specific "xxx/yyy+tlv" SHOULD be processed as follows: For cases defined in +tlv, where the fragment identifier resolves per the +tlv rules, then process as specified in +tlv. For cases defined in +tlv, where the fragment identifier does not resolve per the +tlv rules, then process as specified in "xxx/yyy+tlv". For cases not defined in +tlv, then process as specified in "xxx/yyy+tlv". 

Security considerations

There are no security considerations inherent in TLV. Each individual media type registered with a +tlv suffix can have additional security considerations.
