1 Reason for Change

Comments received via GitHub Issues:
1/ OMA-SUP-XML_LWM2M_Firmware_Update-V1_0-20160407-C doesn't contain the resources for ID 6 and 7 as defined in OMA-TS-LightweightM2M-V1_0-20160407-C.
2/ The <RangeEnumeration>1-3</RangeEnumeration> for state (resource ID 3) is deprecated.
Should be <RangeEnumeration>0-3</RangeEnumeration>.
3/ The <RangeEnumeration>0-6</RangeEnumeration> for update result (resource ID 5) is deprecated.
Should be <RangeEnumeration>0-8</RangeEnumeration>.
Note that editorial changes have also been made e.g. in line 1 to change "utf-8" to "UTF-8".
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

TS and SUP document were not aligned. This CR brings both documents inline.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

Unknown.

Please note that OMA-SUP-XML_LWM2M_Firmware_Update-V1_0-20160407-C_CR37R01.xml fails XML Validation. The issue identified is in Line 105, the content "none" of element <Type> does not match the required simple type. Value "none" contravenes the allowed enumeration values "String, Integer, Float, ..." of the type of element Type. The Type “none” is included in OMA-TS-LightweightM2M-V1_0-20160407-C Appendix E.6. Perhaps “none” and “no argument” should be removed from the TS Appendix E.6. It is suggested that this XML Validation issue is resolved.
