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1 Reason for Contribution

The first deliverable of Architectural Overview Work Item is Requirements Document, where in section 6.1 the high-level functional requirements are stated.

OMA is chartered to release global standards. Hence, the Architectural Overview of the Location Enabler should normatively state a requirement that the Location Enabler is specified in a manner it is applicable in the legal environments anywhere in the world.

2 Summary of Contribution

The text presented in the section 3 of this input contribution is proposed to be added in section 6.1 of the Requirements Document of the Architectural Overview Work Item.

3 Detailed Proposal

The Location Enabler SHALL be made adaptable to different legislative environments and variable security requirements so that it is legal to deploy and use, enabling applications utilizing location information under the laws of different countries. It should be noted that OMA Location Enabler does not restrict additional requirements to be applied on regional basis, but the requirements possibly limiting the deployments and/or business in certain regions SHALL NOT be applied for OMA Location Enabler. 

Examples of legal requirements that could be considered by the Location Enabler include:

Privacy override by authorized instances (e.g. police).

Caching of position information may be not allowed in some countries; hence Location Enabler shall not mandate such a function.

Law in certain countries forbids bundled trading. Hence, OMA Location Enabler shall not mandate separate functions or services to be provided by certain same party in value chain, but those separate services or functions are enabled to be provided by separate, independent business models.
