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1 Reason for Change

The Architecture Document defines two types of SUPL Services, namely Network Initiated and SET Initiated. It thus needs to specify the interaction among the different subsystems involved for both of these services. This document provides the call flow for SET Initiated SUPL Services.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1 Subsystem Collaboration

6.8.1 SET Initiated SUPL Service (Immediate Location Request, Non-Roaming Successful Case)

In the case of SET Initiated SUPL Services, the SUPL Agent resides within the SET.
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A. The SET sends SUPL START message to start a positioning session with the SLP. The SUPL START message contains at least ms-id, SET capabilities and cell-id. The SET capabilities include the supported positioning methods (e.g. MS assisted A-GPS, MS based A-GPS) and associated positioning protocols (e.g. RRLP, RRC, IS-801). The cell-id is included as indication of the coarse location of the SET. Alternatively, if known the SET may include the coarse location itself rather than cell-id. Optionally, the SET could provide NMR specific for the radio technology being used (e.g. for GSM: TA, RXLEV). The SET starts SET_T1 timer. 

B. When SLP has received the SUPL START message, it authenticates the SET. It then sends SUPL RESPONSE to the SET. The SUPL RESPONSE contains at least session-id and any information required for the subsequent positioning procedure. The SET shall stop the SET_T1 timer when the SUPL RESPONSE is received.

C. The SET starts a positioning procedure with the SLP by exchanging SUPL POS messages. The positioning protocol may be RRLP, RRC or IS-801. After the completion of SUPL POS messaging, the SET would have the position estimate.
