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1 Reason for Change

Deferred location request is one of most important SUPL applications. However, basic deferred location request message flow is not included in the current baseline SUPL AD. We propose a reduced message flow for SET initiated non-roaming deferred location request for event trigger.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.9.2 SET Initiated Deferred Location Request
6.9.2.1 Non-Roaming Successful Case
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This scenario illustrates the SET initiated deferred location request for event triggers. An SLP and SET SHALL support SUPL START, SUPL POS and SUPL END. This message call flow is a reduced one. The extended call flow will be given as a separate one.
A. The SUPL Agent on the SET sends a SUPL START message to start a positioning session with the SLP to start Positioning Procedure with the SLP. The SUPL START message contains at least session-id, SET capabilities, location identifier (lid) and reporting criteria for events. The SET capabilities include the supported positioning methods (e.g. MS assisted A-GPS, MS based A-GPS) and associated positioning protocols (e.g. RRLP, RRC, IS-801). The SET may optionally provide NMR specific for the radio technology being used (e.g. for GSM: TA, RXLEV).

 For the SET-Based mode of operation, the SET and the SLP exchange SUPL POS to provide assistance data as needed. In this case, the position will be calculated in the SET. 
For the SET-Assisted mode of operation, the SET and the SLP exchange SUPL POS. In this case, the SLP calculates the position based on the received positioning measurements.

Optional Step: 
The SUPL REPORT message is required in SET-Assisted mode to report the position back to the SET.
Following steps F, G and H are repeated once per interval when it is needed.

Optional Step:
The SET sends SUPL START to the SLP when it is needed prior to SUPL POS.
E.     For the SET-Based mode of operation, the SET and the SLP exchange SUPL POS to provide assistance data as needed. In this case, the position will be calculated in the SET once per interval. 
For the SET-Assisted mode of operation, the SET and the SLP exchange SUPL POS once per interval. In this case, the SLP calculates the position based on the received positioning measurements. Please note, for the SET-Assisted mode of operation, this step repeats once per interval.
F.  Optional Step: 
The SUPL REPORT message is required in SET-Assisted mode to report the position back to the SET.
G.   Optional Step:
The SET sends SUPL START to the SLP when it is needed prior to SUPL POS.
H.    For the SET-Based mode of operation, the SET and the SLP exchange SUPL POS to provide assistance data if needed. In this case, the position will be calculated in the SET.
For the SET-Assisted mode of operation, the SET and SLP shall exchange SUPL POS. The SLP calculates the position estimate based on the received positioning measurements.
I.   Optional Step: 
The SUPL REPORT message is required in SET-Assisted mode to report the position back to the SET.
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
