1 Reason for Change

The lastest Rel. 6 version of the 3GPP LCS specification TS 23.271, V6.7.0, is more specific about the existing service parameter “requestor” than the release 5 predecessors, it classifies the “type of requestor identity” into six categories.

To reach release 6 compliance of MLP 3.2, this change in the stage 2 specification (3GPP TS 23.271) should be reflected in MLP, too. (The similar situation is already addressed in RLP!)
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The proposed solution is backward compatible on the part of the client: It provides a default value for the new attribute, thereby allowing existing client code to run unchanged with servers based on the new version of the specification. This default value is compliant with the implicit one of previous MLP versions.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

A similar change should be applied to PCP, too, as soon as it is clear whether to use the "requestor" declaration of MLP or RLP - or a harmonized one (cf. note below)
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Note: It would be a good idea to harmonize the declaration of "requestor" in MLP and RLP! But that is outside the scope of this CR.
