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1 Reason for Contribution

In the OMA Location WG meeting in Bangkok 21/6-04 the merging of the OMA Location Enabler Release current RDs and ADs were discussed. The current RDs and ADs are submitted for the following protocols: RLP, PCP and MLP 3.2. It is the understanding of the contributors that Release Planning requires only one RD and AD for each Enabler Release. As RLP, PCP and MLP 3.2 will be released together in one Location Enabler Release there should also be one RD and one AD for the whole LER. As the requirements and architecture for RLP, PCP and MLP 3.2 are derived from the same documents in 3GPP the content of the RD and AD for these specifications would be the same. One RD and AD for would benefit the consistency between the specifications as well as reducing duplicated work. 

2 Summary of Contribution

A new baseline RD and AD for the OMA Location Enabler Release should be created to reflect the Requirements and Architecture of the RLP, PCP and MLP 3.2.
