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1 Reason for Change

In the figure of SUPL Architecture, we suggest that the name of some entities should be consistent with existing definitions. Here, SUPL Application is changed into MLS Application and a protocol interface is clarified.

Section 3.2 shows the definition of MLS Application and SUPL Agent as follows:

MLS Application: An application which requests and consumes the location information
SUPL Agent: Service access point which accesses the network resources to obtain location information.
Based on above definitions, it concludes that MLS Application requests the location of a target SET to the SUPL Agent within SET and then MLS Application consumes the location information provided by SUPL Agent.

And the interface Le/L1 is replaced as MLP developed by OMA LOC WG. The revision reflects the feedback from OMA LOC WG. 
That is, the protocols between MLS Applications should not be limited. 
And in addition, SUPL Agent within Application Servers should be considered and be deleted there. But, it requires new CR.
