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1 Reason for Contribution

The MCC is working on their Requirement Document on Charging. In OMA-LOC-2004-0165-MCC-Question-to-LOC-WG, they asked the Location WG for Location Charging specifics.  MCC is collecting charging information from all enablers. This contribution lists charging specifics for the Location Enabler in order to get them as input to the MCC work on the Charging requirement document. The list is based on possible business models and lists information elements that can be a base for location charging. The list is not exhaustive. This Revision contains the changes in the table.
2 Summary of Contribution

A list of charging specifics relevant for the Location Enabler is presented in this document to be sent as input for the MCC RD on charging. 

3 Detailed Proposal

The following charging information is relevant for Location:

	Information elements:
	Comment:

	Type and identity of the Location Client
	The Location Client is the one requesting the service of the Location Enabler. The type of client can be a basis for charging in case the clients are categorized. For example a PSAP may not be charged for location data. 

	Identity of the target being positioned
	Currently defined identities for the target is: MSISDN, IMSI, IMEI, MIN, MDN, EME_MSID, ASID, OPE_ID, IPV4, IPV6, SESSID

	Identity of the visited  
	The visited network has the location information for the target being positioned. 

	Identity of the serving network
	The serving network is the network serving the subscriber, for example with a VAS. 

	Result of the location request
	Results are success/failure, method used if known, response time and accuracy. The results are repeated for each instance of positioning for a deferred location request. 

	Location Request Type
	Types of location requests are Standard Location Immediate, Emergency Location Immediate, Standard Location Reporting, Emergency Location Reporting and Triggered Location Reporting (deferred) services. 

	Quality of Service Response Time
	Requested and achieved quality is based on response time.

	Quality of Service Accuracy
	Requested and achieved quality is based on accuracy.

	Quality of Service Security level
	Requested and achieved quality is based on security level, for example high, low and medium.

	Type of event
	This is only applicable for deferred Location Requests. Defined type of events are UE Available, Change of Area and Mobile Originated Location request

	Start Date and Time of the positioning
	The date and time of when the Location Request started.

	End Date and Time of the positioning.
	The date and time of when the Location Request ended by an answer to the client.

	Location of the target
	The location of the target can be expressed as a network node or the location co-ordinates expressed as longitude, latitude, altitude and the coordinate system used such as WGS84.


Note: Using location co-ordinates in charging data can be restricted in some regulatory environments as this might be regarded as privacy sensitive data.
