LOC needs to restructure its Work Items by replacing the Work Items

· WID 0041 on Location Protocol Maintenance

· WID 0040 on Location Roaming

· WID 0042 on Location Privacy Checking
by one new Work Item called “LER” (Location Enabler Release). 

Also the stagnating Work Item on Architecture Overview (WID 0039) needs to be closed. 
3 Detailed Proposal

The OMA Release Planning Committee (REL) had proposed to combine the individual Requirements Documents for MLP, RLP, and PCP into one “LER” RD. An analogous action should be performed for the three individual Architecture Documents. As this made much sense, the Location WG drafted LER RD and AD. Furthermore, OMA concluded to not pursue anymore the WAP Location specifications. Finally, the scope of the MLP work shifted from maintenance to evolution. 

All these reasons together suggest to close the above three Work Items and combine them into one Work Item. Therefore, a new WID (Work Item Description) has been drafted and attached. As a new WID can only be approved when a corresponding first WISPR sheet is attached, such a WISPR was produced as well. The first dates for this WISPR have been condensed from the WISPRs of WIDs 0041, 0040, and 0042.
Also, a WID proposal needs to be backed up by at least four supporting companies. The initial list of supporters is: Ericsson, LG Electronics, TeliaSonera, and Siemens. Åke Busin of Ericsson volunteered to be Rapporteur (or “WI champion”) for this WI.

Finally, the separate WI on Location Architecture Overview (WID 0039) has been stagnating for months. Lately, the WI champion (Sanjay Deshmukh of Intel) and the LOC chair spent considerable effort to at least finish up the draft Requirements Document. This RD will be up for TP approval in Barcelona. After successful approval, the WI needs to be closed. The RD however will be preserved for future usage.

An important side effect of all this is that LOC will be left with only two WIDs: 0071 on SUPL and 0107 on LER. This reduction reduces the administrative burden on LOC and OMA as a whole.

· Close WID 0039 on Architecture Overview
