This CR details the use case of locating a target SET and transferring the location to a third party in an Enhanced SET originated location request.  

For an emergency service, the authentication of the third party is not needed, because the third party is an emergency centre.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.X  Transferring the location of the target SET to a third party
5.X.1 Short Description

A police officer is injured on a criminal spot, his/her colleague police officer requests the server to locate the injured police officer and to send the location to an emergency centre or other police officers. 
When applying this use case to the SUPL architecture, the colleague police officer is identified as SET1. The location server is the SUPL server. The injured police officer is identified as the target SET(or SET2). The emergency centre is the third party.
5.X.2 Actors

SUPL User: user of the application residing on the requesting SET 
He/she has the target terminal's location to be sent to the third party.
Third party: Will be notified of the target terminal's location.
Target Terminal: Located terminal
Target User: User of the target terminal being located
Requesting SET: Requesting SUPL Enabled Terminal
SET resident application: Location enabled application on the terminal which has access to, and utilises, SUPL functionality.

SUPL Agent: Application access point handling and providing SUPL functionality.

5.X.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Target terminal can be located by any means of location technique supported. This location technique is outside the scope of the location request sent by the requesting SET. The requesting SET can however request a certain Quality of Position.
5.X.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The requesting SET will be able to determine the location of another target terminal and specify a third party
which will get the location of the target terminal, through one request only.
5.X.3 Pre-conditions

SUPL User is authorised to make the Enhanced SET originated location request.

The Enhanced SET originated location request must be sent to the H-SLP. 
The privacy settings related to the target user, enable the target terminal to be located by requesting SET.
The privacy settings related to the target user, enable the third party to get the location in the emergency case.

5.X.4 Post-conditions

The requesting SET has retrieved the location of the target terminal and the location is notified to the third party in the emergency case.
5.X.5 Normal Flow

1. A SUPL User subscribes to a SET resident application, which has access to the SUPL agent on the SET.

2. The SUPL agent on the SET requests the target terminal's location and its delivery to the third party in the emergency case. The SUPL agent on the SET specifies the third party. The third party can be automatically designated. For instance, in the emergency cases, the third party will be the emergency centre. 
3. The H-SLP resolves the target terminal's location. 

4. The location information related to the target terminal is delivered to the third party.
