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Action/Decision Requested:
ETSI TISPAN has produced a protocol that is used by the local emergency operator to obtain the location information that is registered on the operator location server. It endorses and defines profiles of the OMA specification OMA-TS-MLP-V3_2-20051124-C that are applicable to the emergency location information services.

Beside mobile operators also fixed line operators shall be enabled to adopt this protocol to provide location information to emergency services. To support the fix line specific issues with regard to the location of an emergency caller a name and address extension shall be included in OMA MLP revision 3.2. Potential data sources to populate these fields include:

· installation address for fixed lines phones

· customer name

This extension can be also used for other reasons like determination of the location of pico cells within buildings. 

The detailed definition of the geographical address extension is given below for your consideration to be included within the OMA MLP revision.

Currently the usages of the fields of this format are defined nationally. OMA may like to consider the allocation of more precise semantics to enable fuller interoperability, especially in border regions.
