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1 Reason for Change

The positioning method fallback was already discussed many times in LOC WG. Finally, LOC WG decided that parameters and messages for the positioning method fallback are not necessary because the H-SLP can re-initiate the SUPL POS session using another positioning method internally, but the description on the re-initiation of the SUPL POS session using another positioning method is needed. So this CR proposed adding the description on the re-initiation of the SUPL POS session using another positioning method.

SUPL POS is the message that wraps the underlying TIA-801, RRLP or RRC element.
If the H-SLP or the SET cannot calculate the position using the determined positioning method during the SUPL POS session(e.g. lack of sufficient data), H-SLP and SET may re-initiate the SUPL POS session using another positioning method supported by SET and H-SLP.
