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1 Reason for Change

The SUPL Agent sends the MLP TLRR message in order to request the triggered service. The MLP TLRR message includes triggered session setup parameters (e.g. trigger type, reporting mode, start time/end time/number of fixes/interval between fixes for the periodic and/or event area for the area event). However because the triggered session is proceeded for a long time, sometimes the SUPL Agent (service requestor) desires to change triggered session setup parameters, for example in the periodic triggered session the SUPL Agent desires to change start/end time, number of fixes, and/or interval between fixes, and in the area event triggered session the SUPL Agent desires to change an event area. In this case in order to change triggered session setup parameters, the SUPL Agent has to cancel the ongoing triggered session and re-initiate the triggered session with new triggered session setup parameters desired to be changed. If the method to change triggered session setup parameters during the triggered session is defined in SUPL, the SUPL Agent (service requestor) can change the triggered session setup parameter easily.
So This CR proposes the method on changing triggered session parameters in the triggered session. Through this method the SUPL Agent can changes trigger type, trigger parameter and/or report mode during the triggered session.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1.X     Network initiated Proxy mode – Trigger Setup Information Update
This section describes the call flow to update the triggered session setup parameters(e.g. trigger type, reporting mode, start time/end time/number of fixes/interval between fixes for the periodic and/or event area for the area event) when the SUPL Agent desires to change the triggered session setup parameter during the triggered session. 
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A. A triggered session with the periodic or the area event is ongoing.

B. The SUPL Agent sends the message to the H-SLP using the MLP in order to change triggered session setup parameters.
C. The H-SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE message to the SET in order to update triggered session setup parameters. If the SET is not already attached or establishes a circuit switched data connection, the H-SLP sends the SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE message using a WAP PUSH, an SMS Trigger or UDP/IP. The SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE message contains session-id and at least one or more parameters desired to update among trigger type, trigger params, and/or report mode. If the trigger type is changed from the periodic to the area event, the H-SLP shall contain the area-ids of the specified event area in SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE message.
D. When the SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE message is received by the SET, the SET updates triggered session setup parameters.

E. The SET attach itself to Packet Data Network if it is not already attached or establishes a circuit switched data connection. The target SET informs the H-SLP that triggered session setup parameters are updated using SUPL TRIGGERED UPDATE ACK message. The SET MAY release the secure IP connection to the H-SLP.

F. The H-SLP informs the SUPL Agent that triggered session setup parameters have been updated using the MLP.
G. The triggered session is continued using updated triggered session setup parameters.
