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1 Overview

OMA Location WG is currently specifying SUPL 2.0 which contains requirements to support the use of SUPL in conjunction of IMS Emergency sessions. 
2 Proposal

This LS contains a draft CR attached which has not yet been agreed in OMA Location WG and for which OMA Location WG would like to solicit feedback from 3GPP TSG SA WG2 before approval of the CR.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Location WG would like to ask 3GPP TSG SA WG2 to review the attached CR and to provide feedback on the following points:
1. Should SUPL messages between the SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET) and the SUPL Location Platform (SLP) be transported ‘in-band’ over the established SIP signalling path between the IMS Core and terminal?

2. Or should SUPL messages be conveyed ‘out-of-band’ using and E2E TCP/IP connection between the SET and SLP?
3. In case of #1 OMA LOC WG would kindly ask 3GPP TSG SA WG2 to decide the appropriate SIP message to be used for ‘mid-call’ signalling.

4. In case of #2 OMA LOC WG assumes 3GPP TSG SA WG2 will make necessary provisions so that an E2E TCP/IP connection between the SET and SLP is possible for an UE engaged in an emergency session. Nevertheless, it should be noted that even for #2 the very first SUPL message, i.e. SUPL INIT used to initiate the SUPL positioning session may still be required to be conveyed ‘in-band’ using SIP.
