5.3 Area Trigger Location Delivery 

5.3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case shows how a Location Agent in a PoC Server subscribes to be notified on when any target of an group is moves inside or outside a geographical area.

5.3.2 Actors

· Technician A – Works on a large industry plant and wants help of a colleague but only if someone happens to be close.  

· B – Is close to A.

· Technician  C – Is close to A but is driving to another part of the plant

· PoC Server

· Location Server

5.2.1.1 Actor Specific Issues

Technician A has defined a group list for his PoC service that includes a rule that only colleagues that are within 500 m shall be called.

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Technician A can call a close by collage for help without disturbing the other colleagues

5.3.3 Pre-conditions

The PoC server is authorized to retrieve location information on the members of the group list of technician A.
5.3.4 Post-conditions

The PoC session is established.

5.3.5 Normal Flow

1) Technician A initiates a PoC call to the group “nearby colleagues” on his terminal.   

2) The PoC server checks witch of the colleagues that are available.

3) The PoC server then subscribes to the location server for notification on if the available colleagues are within an area of 500 m from technician A.

4) PoC Server gets notified that technician B and C is within that area and send a call invitation to technicians B and C.

5) A multiparty call is set up between technicians A, B & C.  

6) PoC Server gets notified that technician C has left the area 

7) Technician C is removed from the call.

By allowing subscription with Area Event the task of checking the area condition can be delegated to the location server.

5.4 Immediate Location Delivery – Emergency Call 

5.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

This use case shows how a Location Client residing in a UE makes a request for its location for use in an emergency call.

5.4.2 Actors

· UE – Comprising a Location Client

· User A – Uses the UE to make an emergency call

· Location Server.
5.2.1.3 Actor Specific Issues

User A has defined in her UE a rule to determine the UE location before making an emergency call.

5.2.1.4 Actor Specific Benefits

User A can deliver the location of the UE during an emergency call.

5.4.3 Pre-conditions

The UE is authorized to retrieve location information on User A.
5.4.4 Post-conditions

The UE delivers its location in the emergency call.

5.4.5 Normal Flow

1) User A initiates an emergency call with the UE.   

2) The UE identifies that it does not know the current location of User A.

3) The Location Client within the UE then subscribes to the Location Server for the immediate notification of the location of User A.

4) The Location Client within the UE gets an immediate notification of the location of User A.

5) The UE completes the origination of the Emergency Call including the delivery of the location of User A.

5.4.6 Alternative Flow

1) The UE identifies that it does not know the current location of User A.

2) The Location Client within the UE subscribes to the Location Server for the immediate notification of the location of User A.

3) The Location Client within the UE subscribes to the Location Server for the periodic notification of the location of User A.

4) At a later time, User A initiates an emergency call with the UE.

5) The UE identifies that it knows the current location of User A.

6) The UE completes the origination of the Emergency Call including the delivery of the location of User A.

5.4.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The response time between the subscribe to the notification of the user location and the notification of the user location must be met.
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
