5.3.3 Location Information Format

LOCSIP uses the Presence Information Data Format – Location Object (PIDF-LO) as specified in [RFC4119] or [RFC5139]  as the base format through which Location Information is represented. 
Change 3:  Clarify the XDMC functional relationship with the LOCSIP entity
5.3.1.2   Location Server

The Location Server is the functional entity that accepts and manages location subscriptions of individual Targets applying policies retrieved through XDMC from the XDMS.

The Location Server supports the following:

· Authorizes Location Server subscriptions and distributes Location Information using [RFC3265] and [LOCSIP-TS];

· Subscribes to changes to documents stored in the XDMS;

· Fetches documents from the XDMS.
The Location Server should utilize either option for a Target authorization:

· Communicating with GPM for authorization function and the Target location access is determined by the GPM. 
· Access Location Authorization Rules XDMS for obtaining the documents. The Location Server enforces the Target authorization.
5.3.1.3   Location Resource List Server (L-RLS)

The L-RLS is the functional entity that accepts and manages location subscriptions of predefined groups and URI Lists, which enables a Location Client application to subscribe to the Location Information of multiple Targets using a single subscription transaction.  The L-RLS supports the following:

· Retrieval of Target Shared URI list and RLS documents through XDMC from the XDMS. 

· Authorizes Location Server subscriptions and distributes Location Information using [URILISTSUB], [RFC3265], [RFC4662] and TBD;
· Performs back-end subscriptions on behalf of the Location Client [RFC3265], [RFC4662] and [LOCSIP-TS].

5.3.2.5   Global Permission Management (GPM)

The GPM is defined in [OMA GPMAD]. It is optional in the LOCSIP architecture. It provides the following functions:

· Evaluate and process permissions rules
· Return to the LOCSIP a decision on the release of location information
Note: the permission rules are stored on a XDMS. How GPM obtains the permissions rules is out of scope of this specification.
The user authorization enforcement function can be implemented either in GPM access via PEM-1 or in Location Server based on plicies retrieved via LS-4.

5.3.3 Description of the Reference Points

The Reference Points named with a “LS-“ prefix are in scope of this Architecture.

Change 6:  Optional between LS-4 and PEM-1 for Location Authorization Rule 
6.1.1.1   Reference point LS-4

The LS-4 reference point supports the communication between the Location Server and the XDMS.  The protocol for the LS-4 reference point is XCAP [RFC4825].

The LS-4 reference point supports the following function:

· It is optional using LS-4 to retrieve user location access policy data from the XDMS.
· Retrieval of URI list information from the XDMS when list of user identities in a policy documents are defined using URI lists.
Change 7:  The entities XDMS and Aggregation Proxy are not for Charging function 
5.3.6.1 Support of Charging through the OMA Charging Enabler

The OMA Charging Enabler [CHG_AD] coordinates charging data triggers and flow from OMA enablers into an underlying charging infrastructure, supporting online and offline charging.  LOCSIP entities that may optionally report Chargeable Events are:

· Location Server
· Location Resource List Server

The above entities act as Charging Enabler Users as defined in [CHG_AD]. Figure 2 shows the reference points between the Location Server and the Location Resource List Server entities and the Charging Enabler. Charging for the XDMS and the Aggregation Proxy are described in [OMA XDMAD]. The two reference points are currently supported by the Charging Enabler, CH-1 for offline charging and CH-2 for online charging. These are described in [CHG_AD].
