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1 Reason for Change

CR 2009-0010 made a number of editorial changes including removing underscores from SUPL messages names, for example replacing “SUPL_REPORT” with “SUPL REPORT” in various call flows. This was applied in OMA-TS-ULP-V2_0-20090226-D. However, there are still a number of instances of SUPL_REPORT still remaining in the TS ULP in other call flows. There are also a number of Tables which use underscores in SUPL message names, for example Table 9 shown below.
Rather than highlight and remove each one, I propose we make this as an editorial instruction (to both the TS ULP and TS ILP editors) to search for and replace all references to “SUPL_REPORT” in the various callflows.

Change 1:  Example of SUPL_REPORT still remaining in TS ULP
(5.2.14)
J. This step is optional and is executed if batch reporting is used and if any of the conditions for sending batch reports have occurred. It is also executed, once the SET is able to re-establish communication with the H-SLP, if quasi-real time reporting is used if one or more previous reports have been missed. The SET sends the stored position estimates and/or, if allowed, the stored enhanced cell/sector measurements in an unsolicited SUPL REPORT message to the H-SLP. The SUPL REPORT message contains the session-id and the position result(s) including date and time information for each position result and optionally the position method used. In the case of batch reporting, the stored position estimates and/or enhanced cell/sector measurements included in the SUPL_REPORT message may be chosen according to criteria received in step D. If no criteria are received in step D, the SET shall include all stored position estimates and/or enhanced cell/sector measurements not previously reported.
