B.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
In Set Initiated cases, the device  connects to the SLP servers with a version 3.0 or an IANA registered application tag. If the SLP server supports the version, the session continues; if the SLP only supports SUPL 1.0/2.0,  the SLP returns the version and the SET continues with the right version.

The server support SUPL3.0 is assumed to support SUPL1.0 and 2.0.

The devices supports SUPL3.0 is recommended to support SUPL1.0 and 2.0 as well.

SUPL3.0 doesn’t support  Network Initiated positioning.

B.x.2 Market benefits

SUPL is a user plane position protocol fitting both in standardization and in deployment.
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
