	Target
	The device or the user associated with a device whose location is requested.

	Watcher Agent
	Functional entity that performs back-end subscription on behalf of the Location Client and handles location service subscription request per local policy.


Change 2:  Update location policy description 
5.3.5  Location Policies
The following sections describe the location policies that control the dissemination of the Target Location Information. The location policies consist of subscription authorization rules and location content rules.
5.3.5.1   Subscription Authorization Rules

Subscription authorization rules determine how incoming subscriptions are handled.

Subscription authorization rules determine those Location Clients who are allowed to subscribe to the Location Information of a Target and those who are not allowed. The subscription authorization sules may include lists that can be stored in the XDMS. 

The subscription authorization sules support the following actions:

· Accept

· Reject.

5.3.5.2   Location Content Rules

The location content rules determine which Location Information is disseminated to Location Clients that have been accepted by subscription authorization rules.  

The document containing the location content rules is stored in the XDMS.
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
