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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to introduce a new requirement into SUPL 3.0: support for SET Initiated Emergency Call Positioning. 

The current emergency call support in SUPL is limited to Network Initiated position determination i.e. during an emergency call, the E-SLP invokes a Network Initiated SUPL session with the target SET to determine the emergency caller’s position.

This CR proposes to extend the current SUPL emergency call positioning feature by allowing the SET to initiate a SUPL session with the E-SLP for an emergency call.  This may enable faster location derivation for the purposes of routing an emergency call to a PSAP and/or delivering location to the PSAP than if the SET waits for a possible network initiated SUPL session.
