5. Use Cases 
(Informative)

5.1 Group Positioning
5.1.1 Short Description
The group Positioning performs position determination for a group of Target SETs in single request. The SLP will be the entity to execute such function.
This use case can apply to both Network-Initiated service and Set-Initiated service.
5.1.2 Actors

A SUPL Agent requesting Group Positioning Service of a group of Target SETs from a SLP. The SUPL Agent can reside both in the network (Network Initiated case) and one of SETs within the group (SET Initiated case).

A SLP providing the Group Positioning Service to the SUPL Agent and other member SETs within the group.

A group of SETs (the Target SETs) which are capable of executing positioning procedures with the SLP and/or on their own and which collaborate with the SLP to provide the Group Position result to the SUPL Agent and other member SETs within the group.

Actor Specific Issues

The SUPL Agent specifies the service parameters of the Group Position Service (e.g. Group Position service, member numbers, start time, stop time, etc) and a group of identities of target SETs.
The SUPL Agent’s request for Group Position Service of a group of Target SETs requires authorization by the SLP.

A SLP’s request for Group Position Service of a group of Target SETs requires notification and/or verification by the Target SETs.
Mechanisms to initiate, terminate and pause/resume a Group Position session are provided by the SUPL elements in the SLP and the Target SETs.

Actor Specific Benefits

The SUPL Agent can access Group Position Services of a group of Target SETs through a single service request to the SLP instead of making multiple requests and evaluating the results, and the SLP can disseminate the location to other members within the group. The benefits are significantly lower signaling and processing for all actors (SUPL Agent, SLP and Target SETs).  
5.1.3 Pre-Conditions

The SLP has authorized the SUPL Agent’s service request and the users of the Target SETs have approved the service request.
5.1.4 Post-Conditions

None.
5.1.5 Normal Flow

(1) The SUPL Agent requests Group Position Service from the SLP for a group of Target SETs. The SUPL Agent specifies a group of identities of Target group SETs and the needed parameters (e.g. Group Position service, member numbers, start time, stop time, etc).

(2) The SLP initiates Group Position sessions with the Target SETs.

(3) SLP and the Target SETs collaborate to determine the location of each Target SETs.
(4) The SLP collects the targets location information and transfers the location to SUPL Agent and disseminates the location to other members within the group. NOTE:Tthe dissemination function is out scope of SUPL.
(5) When the end of the Group Position session is reached (e.g. stop time reached, predefined final waypoint reached, etc.) the SLP and the Target SETs terminate the session and the SLP notifies the SUPL Agent of the session end.
5.1.6 Alternative Flow

When the SUPL Agent requests that the SLP terminate an ongoing Group Positioning session, the SLP and the Target SETs take action to terminate the session.

When the SLP and/or the Target SETs decide to terminate an ongoing Group Positioning session, the SLP and the Target SET take action to terminate the session.

When the SUPL Agent requests that the Group Positioning service be paused, no position determination and dissemination shall occur until the SUPL Agent requests resumption of the service.

5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

To ensure privacy, the Group Positioning Service must not be invoked by the SLP without the member of Target Group SET user’s consent.

This service must also be able to dynamically take into account any modifications of the privacy settings of the Target Group SET’s user.
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
