For unauthenticated SET positioning, the E-SLP should control the location requested by the SET, because the SET is unauthenticated, and it is risk for E-SLP to accept location requests from unauthenticated SET without service control.
For unauthenticated SET initiated positioning, the SET’s location is usually requested by other entities in network, such as E-CSCF and PSAP, for call routing or salvage or other purposes. Without location request from these entities, the E-SLP shall not execute positioning procedures with the SET when receives SUPL START from the SET.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change to chapter 5.4
Unauthenticated SET initiated emergent service
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A. When the unauthenticated SET receives a request for emergent positioning, it requests emergent network attachment to IP-CAN, gets an IP address and accomplishes establishment of emergent data bear connection.
B. The unauthenticated SET discovers serving E-SLP providing emergency services.
C. Unauthenticated SET sends a SUPL START message to start a positioning session with the E-SLP.  The message contains the SET capabilities, including the supported positioning methods, location identifier and an emergency identifier.
D. The E-SLP verifies that the unauthenticated SET is currently not SUPL roaming.
E. The E-SLP responds with the SUPL RESPONSE message to the unauthenticated SET. The message contains the positioning method determined by the E-SLP. 
F. The unauthenticated SET sends a SUPL POS INIT message to the E-SLP.  The message contains the unauthenticated SET capabilities, including the supported positioning methods, and location identifier.

G. The unauthenticated SET and the H-SLP may exchange several successive positioning procedure messages. The E-SLP or the SET calculates the position depending on positioning calculation mode (SET-based or SET-assisted).
H. E-SLP responds to the requesting entities, e.g. PSAP, E-CSCF, with calculated location results.
I. The E-SLP sends the SUPL END message to the unauthenticated SET informing it that no further positioning procedure will be started and that the session is ended.  The SET then releases the data connection.
