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1 Reason for Change

The current SUPL 2.0 TS states that in case the SUPL client receives an invalid session-ID it should send a SUPL END with status code “invalid session-id” and use the “invalid session-id” received as session ID. (see section 5.1.16.7)
During SUPL 1.0 testing it was discovered that SUPL clients may “correct” the “SET Session ID” part of an invalid session-id. 

This CR tries to bring the TS align with real implementations.
Note: See also document OMA-IOP-MEC-2010-0003-CR_SUPL_2.0_ETS_clarification_SET_Session_ID_test_cases which is changing the according test case and which triggered this CR.
R01: Reverse the initial change and add a note that only in the special case of a SUPL INIT the session-ID may be changed by the UE.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change in section 5.1.16.7
5.2.1.1 SUPL Protocol Error

When during a SUPL session either the SLP or the SET receives a message, which cannot be processed by the receiving entity due to SUPL protocol error, the receiving entity shall send a SUPL END message to the sending entity including a status code indicating protocol error.

Possible protocol error cases can be

· mandatory and/or conditional parameter is missing

· wrong parameter value

· unexpected message

· invalid session-id

· positioning protocol mismatch
A SUPL INIT message that is found to be non-authentic (see 6.1.6) does not constitute a protocol error and no SUPL END message shall be sent.

The SUPL END message includes the valid session-id actually being used in the session. When an invalid session-id has been received the invalid session-idshall  be returned to the sending entity along with the status code. 
Note: In case the invalid session-id was received in a SUPL INIT message the SET session-id part of the session-id MAY be changed.
A received session-id is invalid if:

· It does not correspond to an open session 

· In case of the SUPL INIT message, the session-id is missing SLP Session ID or contains SET Session ID.

· In case of the SUPL START message, the session-id is missing SET Session ID or contains SLP Session ID.

Afterwards, the SLP and the SET release the resources related to this session at the Lup interface.
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
