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1 Reason for Change

In the SUPL Management Object TS, a normative reference to SyncML Device Management Tree and Description version 1.1.2 (OMA DM 1.1.2) is provided.

It should be upgrade to OMA DM Tree and Description Version 1.2 (OMA DM 1.2) in order to be compliant to latest OMA DM approved specs (also referred in SUP MO ddf file) and commercial implementations.
R01: collecting comments during presentation, R01 implements the removal of AppID node which comes from an inconsistency between MO TS and SUP files. AppID is related to Application Characteristics format and was already removed from DDF. R01 reflects this removal also in TS.
