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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the SET initiated location request of another SET with area event. This service feature is the extension of the SET initiated location request of another SET service feature.
In case of the SET initiated location request of another SET with periodic reporting, it can be fully implemented by the GSS with an application. However in case of the SET initiated location request of another SET with area event, it is difficult to implement using the only GSS with an application because the GSS does not support parameters related with the service needed for the area event, in other words, to implement the SET initiated location request of another SET with area event using the GSS with an application, the additional interface between the SLP and the SET is needed. Consequently the SET initiated location request of another SET with area event service feature need to be defined to support various kinds of LBS.

A. The SUPL Agent on the SET1 receives a request for a position of the Target SET2 with an area event. The SET1 takes appropriate action to establish a secure TLS connection to the H-SLP1.

B. The SUPL Agent on the SET1 uses the default address provisioned by the Home Network to establish a secure TLS connection to the H-SLP1 and sends a SUPL SET INIT message to start a positioning session of the Target SET2. The SUPL SET INIT message contains the identity of Target SET2 (targetSETId), the trigger type indicator (triggertType) – in this case area event -, the area event trigger parameter (triggertParams) and optionally the QoP. The identity of Target SET2 (targetSETId) is used by the H-SLP1 to identify the home network (H-SLP2) of the Target SET2.
C. If a location server serving the SET1 (e.g. H-SLP1) and a location server serving the target SET2 (e.g. the H-SLP2) are not same, this step shall be performed. The H-SLP1 sends a triggered location request of the target SET2 to the H-SLP2 using MLS enabler.
D. The H-SLP serving the target SET2 and the target SET2 initiate the triggered area event session.
E. If the step C is performed, this step shall be performed. Once the triggered area event session is initiated, the H-SLP2 sends a triggered location acknowledgement to inform the H-SLP1 that the triggered area event of the target SET2 is initiated using the MLS enabler.
F. The H-SLP1 sends the SUPL REPORT message to inform the SET1 that the triggered location request has been accepted. The SET1 and the H-SLP1 may release the TLS connection.

G. Remaining the network initiated triggered area event session is performed.

H. If the step C is performed, this step shall be performed. Once the area event is triggered, the H-SLP2 sends a triggered location response message to inform the H-SLP1 that the area event of the Target SET2 is triggered.
I. When no secure connection to the SET1 exists, the H-SLP1 SHALL send a SUPL REINIT message to the SET1. If a secure connection already exists between SET1 and H-SLP1, this step is skipped.
J. If the step I is performed, this step shall be performed. The SET1 sends the SUPL REPORT message to request the position of the target SET2.
K. The H-SLP1 sends the SUPL REPORT message to the SET1 including the position of the target SET2. 
L. If the SET1 has requested several reports and more reports are to be sent, the SET1, step G to K are repeated.
M. When the last report was sent, the SET1 sends a SUPL END message to the H-SLP1.
