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1 Reason for Contribution

There is no way in current SUPL/LPPe enablers to locate a SUPL SET using its MAC ID.
2 Summary of Contribution

Explanation of advantages of conveying device’s MAC ID to SLP.
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently, it is possible for a SET to report the MAC address and SSD of a WLAN AP, which can enable the SLP to identify the location of the AP. However, it is not currently possible for the SET to report the MAC address of its own WLAN device. 
Increasingly operators have relationships with enterprises that have large WiFi networks. More sophisticated networks also include highly-accurate location positioning systems specifically tuned for the enterprise. Devices attached to these networks are identified by their MAC address with other attachment credentials being specific to each enterprise network. 
It if therefore proposed to introduce a way for a SET to report its own MAC address to the SLP. This would allow an operator’s SLP to invoke dedicated enterprise positioning functions where a relationship exists to do so.
In the example below, the SLP receives the SET’s mac id, along with other identifiers, from a SET attached to a wifi network. The SLP identifies the WLAN network and determines that it has a capability to return a location based on the SET’s mac id. It then queries an Enterprise Location Server associated with the WLAN network to obtain a location for the SET.
